Summer is almost here and so it’s time for extra diligence with sun safety. Our school has the policy “Hat On, Play On” which means that children not wearing a hat with a brim (no caps) will not be allowed to play out in the playground. We are fortunate at Congewai Public School to have lots of undercover areas for sun safe play but please make sure that your child brings a hat each day. We will not be lending “spare hats” because of the chance of spreading head lice. This brings me to an issue of great concern among many parents; head lice.

Head lice, (nits), is a very common problem in all Australian schools. I’m sure if you speak to friends with children at other schools they will confirm this. The only way to control head lice is by regularly checking your children’s hair and by treating with appropriate products when nits or lice are detected. Baby lice hatch within seven days of the eggs being laid so remember to treat the hair again a week later.
